Swaddling Your Baby– needed rest for all 

Swaddling is the art of snugly wrap-

ping your baby in a blanket for warmth 

and security. It can keep him from 

being disturbed by his own reflexes, 

and it may even help him stay warm 

and toasty for the first few days of life until his internal ther-

mostat kicks in. Most important, it can help to calm your 

baby. Once your baby is about a month old you might want to 

stop swaddling him while he's awake, as it may interfere with 

mobility and development in older babies. It's fine to keep 

swaddling your baby for naps and nighttime if he seems to 

sleep better that way. He'll let you know by crying or kicking 

when he no longer wants to be bundled up.  
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
